The Pennsylvania Unified Certification Program (UCP)
provides Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBEs)
opportunities to participate in contracts with agencies in
Pennsylvania that expend federal monies provided by the
USDOT. DBE firms, contractors, federal funding recipi-
ents, and certifying agencies use one standard, user and
customer-friendly process, to identify and certify eligible
firms.

This “PROGRAM” Newsletter is being produced for the
benefit of those firms that are, or could be, certified as a
DBE in The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

In addition to DBEs, this newsletter will also be shared
with sub-recipients of federal monies, Prime Contractors,
and Prime Consultants that are likely to need DBE par-
ticipation to meet DBE goals on Federally Assisted High-
way, Transit, and Aviation projects in Pennsylvania.

Expect to see highlights of PA UCP member organiza-

tions, opportunities for DBEs and ACDBEs (Airport

e Public Works — contracting opportunities in con-
struction, reconstruction, alteration, repair and/or the
improvement of property

e Services, Supplies, & Equipment (SS & E) - com-
petitive bidding opportunities for services, supplies
and equipment

o eContractPhilly - lists information on non-
competitive bid contract opportunities including:

« Personal and Professional Services - such as
general consulting, legal, engineering, design,
public health, and more

e Small Order Purchases — informal requests for
quotations (RFQs) regarding purchases from

$500 to $30,000 for services (excluding repairs),
supplies, and equipment.
