ary 20, 2009, Prime contractors and DBEs were invited to
participate in an i
stimulus program, and were encouraged to meet and con-
nect with each other during a networking session. The
event was a success, with more than 85 prime contractors
and DBEs participating in the networking exchange.

To date, SEPTA has committed $116,612,762 of stimulus
monies to prime contractors; $14,584,096 of which has
resulted in 83 DBE contracts, representing 12.51% com-
mitted DBE participation on stimulus-funded SEPTA
projects.

In some cases, the DBE participation on these stimulus-
funded projects is performed by DBEs awarded the Prime
contract.
